Also,
so that the substance can remain as Sadaqah Jariyah [perpetual charity] for the Wagqif.
Rasutullah (S.A.W) said, "when a human dies his deeds end except for three ? perpetual
charity, or knowledge through which people benefit, or pious offspring who pray for him."
