A: He must feed each poor person a half Sa' of wheat, or a Sa' of dates or barley or the price of
these. If he feeds them lunch and supper until they are full,* then it suffices for them whether
they ate a little or a lot.

* It is not valid if there is amongst them those who were full before the meal, or a small child not
close to puberty.
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
